GENERAL INFORMATION

What is the EXPLORE ’24?
Girlguiding Leicestershire’s County Camp for Guides, Rangers, young leaders and leaders.

What are the aims of EXPLORE ’24?

· A chance for Girlguiding Leicestershire members to camp together and make new friends 

· A large-scale event to create memories and mountain-top moments

· Take part in a variety of adventurous and fun activities 

· Give volunteers the opportunity to share skills and complete trainings

· Give Rangers and young leaders the opportunity to experience working as Event Team on an event whilst also taking part in their own activity programme

2. 
PARTICIPANTS
Who can go to EXPLORE ‘24?
This event is open to Guides, Rangers, young leaders and all adult members of Girlguiding Leicestershire.   Don’t forget to chat to your local Brownie units to offer girls who will be moving up before the event a chance to join you too!

Can Rangers or young leaders come to EXPLORE ’24 without a leader?

Yes. Rangers and young leaders may attend without their own leaders and will be looked after by our fantastic 14-18 Subcamp Team.  They will need parental permission for the event on the Information and Consent Form.   Please see FAQ Section 13 for more information.
How many adults should I bring with my group?

The ratio for Guides is 1:12 and there must be at least 2 adults with your camping group.  Exceptional circumstances that have been agreed with your local commissioner should be noted on the booking form.   Please see https://www.girlguiding.org.uk/information-for-volunteers/running-your-unit/safeguarding-and-risk/adult-to-child-ratios/ for more information about ratios, especially if you have children of volunteers coming with you.  Each camping group is responsible for maintaining correct ratios throughout the whole event, remembering that it is a self-catering event and adults will also be needed to support with activities.  

There is no maximum number of adults allowed; however, if you have lots of adults with your group, we’d love some of them could sign up to help on our Event Team as well as supporting your Guide group.  
We have a young member or adult with additional needs – can they come?

Yes of course.  Please let us know as much information as possible on the booking form as early as you can, especially if the needs are significant or complex.
Can Guides, Rangers and young leaders come to EXPLORE ’24 as Day Visitors?

EXPLORE ’24 is primarily a 4-day camp.  Therefore, it is expected that most participants will stay for the whole duration and sleep overnight.  If this is not possible, please get in touch to discuss alternative options.
Can adults come to EXPLORE ’24 as Day Visitors?

Yes.  There is no site fee for adults to come as Day Visitors; however, you won’t get a badge, tshirt or necker.  These may be ordered separately nearer to the event.   We will ask you to confirm any Day Visitors in due course.  
Do all adults need a DBS check to attend the EXPLORE ‘24?

Yes.  All volunteers over the age of 18 attending the event must have gone through Girlguiding recruitment checks, including holding a valid Girlguiding DBS, and have a corresponding role on GO e.g. as a unit helper or supporting leader.  Any day visitors not holding a valid Girlguiding DBS, will need to be supervised at all times.  However, if 18-year-old Rangers are on the 14-18 Subcamp as a participant and not in a leadership role, they don't need a DBS check as they're being supervised by adult volunteers.
Can male helpers attend EXPLORE ‘24? 

Yes.  Male helpers with a suitable role on GO (e.g. unit helper or supporting leader) are able to attend the event.

Can I bring 9-year-old Brownies to EXPLORE ’24?

No, EXPLORE ’24 is for Guides, Rangers and young leaders only.  Don’t forget to offer the event to your local Brownie units for their girls in school Year 5, who will be moving up to Guides during the 2023-24 school year.  Please do contact us, however, if you have a 9-year-old Brownie in school Year 5 who will have her birthday in August 2024 as we may be able to make an exception in this case for her to come and take part in EXPLORE ’24 with her peers.

Can I bring my own child who is not a Guide, Ranger or young leader?

This event is for Guides, Rangers, young leaders and adults who are members of Girlguiding Leicestershire and we would ask you to try and make arrangements for children, who are not attending as participants, to be looked after at home.  

However, we understand that this is not always possible so please include children of volunteers on your Booking Form.  Please remember that children of volunteers will have an impact on ratios.  See https://www.girlguiding.org.uk/information-for-volunteers/running-your-unit/safeguarding-and-risk/adult-to-child-ratios/ for more information and check with your residential adviser or commissioner if you are unsure.  

Children of volunteers will not be able to take part in the adventurous activities on site and there will be no crèche/childcare facilities available.  
My unit is not in Leicestershire – can I come to EXPLORE ’24?

No, EXPLORE ’24 is for Girlguiding Leicestershire members only.  

I can only come for part of EXPLORE ’24, is that OK?

Yes, if you need to arrive late or leave early, that is no problem – just let us know on the camp details form nearer the time; however, you will have to pay the full cost of the camp.  Please contact us if you have adults who can only attend the camp part time as it may be possible to reduce the cost of this.
How do I join the Event Team for EXPLORE ’24?  

Camps like EXPLORE ’24 only happen with the dedication of many volunteers.  We need you!  Event Team members will have specific responsibilities to complete throughout the event  but will be given time off to be able to enjoy the fun of EXPLORE ’24 too!   Please sign up for our Event Team on the Booking Form at www.girlguidingleicestershire.org/events/explore-24-camp/ to support the delivery of activities and the wider running of the event.

TIMINGS, LOCATION, TRANSPORT, ARRIVALS & DEPARTURES

Where is EXPLORE ’24 taking place?

At Blackwell Court Campsite, Agmore Rd, Blackwell, Bromsgrove, B60 1PX 

See blackwelladventure.co.uk for more information about this fantastic campsite.

When is EXPLORE ‘24?

Saturday 3 August 2024 – Wednesday 7 August 2024

What time can I arrive at EXPLORE ‘24?

Guides can arrive between 11am and 3pm on Saturday 3 August.   Group leaders will be able to arrive from the Friday evening.  Event Team helping with the pre-camp set-up of EXPLORE ‘24 will be able to arrive even earlier.  More information about arrival times will be sent out nearer the event.    

What time can I leave EXPLORE ‘24?

Groups should plan to leave between 9am and 1pm on Wednesday 7 August.  Your site must be cleared by 2pm at the very latest.  More information about departure times will be sent out nearer the event.    

Is there car parking?

Yes.  There will be one car park for cars staying for the event and also space for cars dropping off young members and leaving.  Please encourage everyone to share cars as parking is limited and there is only one entrance to the site.  
Can we arrive in a coach or minibus?

Yes.  If your group is arriving by bus, coach or minibus, then please let us know on your booking form so we can put the relevant actions into place. 
Will I be able to drive my camping kit to the campsite?

We hope that leaders will be able to drive their camping kit onto site before 11am on Saturday 3 August.  However, if the ground is too soft, this may not be possible.  There will be a limited number of trek carts to carry kit from the car park over to the campsite.
How can we get ourselves and our kit to EXPLORE ’24?

You can ask parents to bring your young members or organise your own coach.  Alternatively, for an extra cost, you can book onto one of our optional EXPLORE ’24 coaches from a local pick-up point in Leicestershire.  These coaches are only big enough to carry personal kit (clothes and bedding), not camping kit.  More information about booking onto one of these coaches will be sent out in due course.

You will need to arrange to get your camping kit to EXPLORE ’24.  If you are not sure how to go about this, please contact your local residential adviser or commissioner, who will be able to suggest ways to support you with this.
Do leaders need to go on the optional EXPLORE ’24 coach from Leicestershire with their group? Yes, for Guides, you will need to have the correct number of adults for normal ratios on the coach.  14-18-year-old Rangers and young leaders do not need to have adults with them.
Can we take the optional EXPLORE ’24 coach from Leicestershire in just one direction?

Yes.  However, you will need to pay the full price for the journey to and from camp even if you only go one way.

COST & PAYMENTS
How much does EXPLORE ‘24 cost and what is included?

£180 for Guides for a full activity programme. 

EARLY BIRD GUIDE FEE £160 if deposit paid by 30 November 2023

£130 for Rangers and young leaders for a part-time 14-18 activity programme along with part-time helping with jobs around the camp.   
EARLY BIRD RANGER & YOUNG LEADER FEE £110 if deposit paid by 30 November 2023

£30 for adults for camp fee only.  

£30 for young leaders supporting their own Guide unit for camp fee only.

£15 for children of volunteers
Everyone will receive a camp t-shirt, necker and badge.  

Camp fee excludes food and transport.
Adult Day Visitors will not be charged a camp fee but will not receive a t-shirt, necker and badge.  These may be ordered separately at an additional cost if desired.  More information will be sent out about this in due course.

Can I add more people to my EXPLORE ’24 booking once we have paid our deposit?

Yes, you can add more young members and adults to your booking up until 29 February 2024 as long as the event is not full.  Please contact us on explore24@leicestershireguides.org to arrange this but note that any additional participants added on after 30 November will not be eligible for the early bird fee and will have to pay full price.
After 29 February 2024, it will not be possible to add anyone onto your booking.  
Who should we contact if we need to change our booking? 

Please contact us on explore24@leicestershireguides.org as soon as possible and we will try to help.  Please remember that all payments made are non-refundable.
6.
ADMIN, FORMS & GOING AWAY WITH LICENCES
Do I need a ‘Going Away With’ Licence to bring my group to EXPLORE ‘24?

No.  If you are an experienced camper and have taken part in county events before, we are sure you are aware of how much fun they can be for girls and leaders alike!  Never taken you unit away before?  Well, don’t let that put you off.  For this event, you do not need to hold a residential licence of any description.  There will be plenty of support available prior to and during the camp. 

Can I work towards my ‘Going Away With’ Licence at EXPLORE ’24?

Yes, of course!  EXPLORE ’24 would be a great event to work towards any or all of Modules 1 - 4, 5 and 8.  It is not possible for you to complete Module 6 at EXPLORE as you are not organising the activities.  For more information, have a look at the Girlguiding website and then let county know you that need a mentor by completing this form.
Do I need to complete a Home Residential Event Notification and Approval Form (REN Form) for EXPLORE ‘24?

Yes, if you are bringing your group to camp, you will need to complete a REN Form at least 12 weeks before the event (by 11 May 2024) and send it to your Home Commissioner for approval.   We will send you all of the information you need from us for this form by 30 April 2024.
However, if you are a Ranger, young leader or member of our Event Team not coming as part of a group, we will include you on our main Explore ’24 REN Form so you will not have to complete your own

Do I need an Information and Consent Form (ICE Form) for EXPLORE ‘24?

Yes, anyone attending the event who is aged under 18 must have a completed ICE form. These will be emailed out to main contacts nearer to the event.  

Do I need a Health Information Form for EXPLORE ‘24?

Yes, everyone attending the event overnight must complete a Health Form.  These will be emailed out to main contacts nearer to the event.

Do we need a home contact for the EXPLORE ‘24?

Yes, if you are bringing your group to camp, you will need to arrange your own home contact as part of filling in your REN Form.   All units/groups will be asked for the name and phone number of their home contact before the event.

Please see https://www.girlguiding.org.uk/making-guiding-happen/running-your-unit/safeguarding-and-risk/managing-risk/setting-up-a-home-contact-system/ for further information and the form you need to fill in with your home contact.

However, if you are a Ranger, young leader or member of our Event Team not coming as part of a group, we will let you know the name of our camp Home Contact so you can share this with your families at home.

Do I need to have a risk assessment for EXPLORE ‘24?

There will be an event risk assessment which will be shared with participants much nearer to the event.
If you are bringing your group to camp, you will also need to have your own risk assessment for EXPLORE ’24 which should also include getting to and from the event and general camping hazards.  It should also contain any information specific to your group. This should be sent to your Commissioner with your REN Form and shared with your whole leadership team.  See https://www.girlguiding.org.uk/making-guiding-happen/running-your-unit/safeguarding-and-risk/managing-risk/risk-management-for-activities-and-events/ for more information.  
The EXPLORE ’24 Organising Team and Blackwell Court Campsite have completed thorough event risk assessments for all of the activities.
7.
CAMPSITE ORGANISATION & FACILITIES
How will the campsite be organised?

There is a large camping field for the Guides.  Each group will be allocated its own camping area.  The Event Team will also be camping on the main field so there will be lots of people around to help you.  There will be a separate camping area near to the main field for the 14-18 Subcamp.
Can I choose which group I camp next to?

We will be asking for lots more information about your group in the few months before EXPLORE ’24.   You will be able to request to be near to another group and we will do our best to facilitate this.
What toilet facilities are there?

There is a toilet block at the edge of the campsite and also toilets further away in the central campsite area including accessible toilets.  

Can I bring a chemical toilet for my group?
Yes.  There is a chemical toilet emptying point on site so you may wish to bring a night loo for your group.

What shower facilities are there?

There is a shower block on our camping field and also one in the central campsite area. In addition, there is a shower block close to the adventurous water activities area for those taking part in raft-building or kayaking on the lake.  

What shop facilities will be at EXPLORE ‘24?

The Blackwell Shop will be open at advertised time to buy campsite souvenirs or to fuel up a from their range of sweets, chocolates, Ice creams and drinks.

We will also have an EXPLORE ’24 information area where you can purchase extra event badges and some Girlguiding souvenirs.

What will happen if it rains or is really hot?

This is a camp so you will be outside most of the time – so please come prepared!  There will be some activities taking place inside buildings and in tents so you will be able to shelter if needed.

What if I need first aid help?

Camping groups should have their own first aider, first aid kit and secure space for locking away medication as recommended by Girlguiding.  However, we will have an experienced first aid team centrally who will be able to support you with issues you would like a second opinion on or to help in an emergency situation.  Blackwell Court staff are also first aid trained and can help out too.   

8.
CAMP ACTIVITIES & TIMETABLE

What activities will Guides be doing at EXPLORE ’24?

We have a jam-packed activity programme planned for the Guides!  Daytime activities will include a selection from zip wire, abseiling, caving, archery, climbing, inflatables, raft-building, kayaking, bushcraft, swimming, science, music, craft, sports, games and so much more!  Evening activities will include a disco, games, girl heaven, challenges and campfire.  
What activities will 14-18 year olds be doing at EXPLORE ’24?

Rangers and young leaders who have paid for a part-time activity programme along with part-time helping with jobs around the camp will also get the chance to take part in many of the exciting Guide activities listed above.  They will also have other activities and experiences planned just for them.  Look out for further information nearer the camp.
How will the daytime activities on EXPLORE ’24 be organised?

We will send out lots of information about activities beforehand and are still in the early stages of planning but we anticipate that there will be several timed adventurous activities for the Guides over the 3 full camping days eg. crate stacking or abseiling along with a selection of zones where the participants can choose what they want to take part in eg. craft, science, bushcraft, sports.  Each Guide group will also spend a fun day out at Pikes Pool Campsite, which is approximately 20 minutes’ walk from Blackwell.  There, they will have the chance to do some water activities as well as land-based fun!  Everyone will also get the chance to brave the outdoor heated swimming pool at an allocated time!
Will adults and young leaders camping with Guide groups be able to take part in activities?

Yes.  There will be lots of activities happening at EXPLORE ’24 that you will be able to join in with while you are out and about supporting your Guides.  However, the adventurous activities will be just for Guides and 14-18 year old participants who have paid for the activity camp.   Look out nearer the camp for more information about other opportunities and trainings for adults and young leaders to get involved in.

Will adults be expected to run activities at EXPLORE ’24?

Groups will be expected to provide some leaders to help supervise their participants on activities and support with general tasks at the event.  Please take this into account when you are recruiting your leadership team.
9. 
WHAT KIT TO BRING TO EXPLORE ‘24

What will our group need to bring to EXPLORE ’24?

Groups will need to supply their own tents and cooking equipment.  If you don’t have kit, you may be able to borrow or share with other local groups so why not ask your local residential adviser or commissioner for support with this?

What do participants need to bring to EXPLORE ‘24?

A full suggested kit list will be sent out nearer to the event.
Is there anywhere to charge my mobile phone?
There may be limited sockets available for adults to charge devices; however, these cannot be guaranteed and will not be in a supervised or secure location.  We suggest that you bring charging banks that will last you over the whole event.  Participants will not be allowed to charge their devices so we suggest that they leave them at home.
Please note Girlguiding Leicestershire cannot accept any responsibility for any lost or damaged items and they are not covered by Girlguiding Insurance.
10. 
ADDITIONAL NEEDS & REQUIREMENTS

We have a young member or adult with additional needs – can they come?

Yes of course.  Please let us know as much information as possible on the booking form and we will get in touch if we need more details.  If the needs are significant or complex, please let us know as early as you can.

We have someone on our leadership team who can’t camp but we need them in order for our group to come.  Is there any alternative accommodation?

There will be a small number of beds available in shared bedrooms on the 1st and 2nd floor of the Manor House (no lift available) for adult members unable to camp.  Please contact us if you would like more information about this option. 

I have a young member who is not allowed to have photos taken.  Is that ok?

Yes of course.  Please include this information on your Booking Form.  We will have photographers at the event.  It is the responsibility of unit leaders of anyone under 18 to ensure that they tell the photographers if we do not have permission to publish photos they have taken. For those participants under 18 without their leaders on site, please talk to us when booking in.
Please also be respectful of other people when taking photographs at the event.  Only share photos that you have permission for everybody in the shot.
11.
CATERING
What catering facilities are there at EXPLORE ‘24?
EXPLORE ’24 is a self-catering event unless you have booked in for optional Event Team or 14-18 Catering for a separate fee.  However, unlimited free tea, coffee and squash will be available for all leaders and 14-18 year olds – so don’t forget to bring your water bottle and lidded mug!
Will there be any food available to buy?

Snacks are available from the Blackwell Adventure shop and we are looking into the possibility of additional snacks for participants to purchase at the event. 
Can I freeze ice blocks at EXPLORE ’24?

Yes, there will be a freezer available to freeze your ice blocks.  Please see the information point for freezer opening times.

How do I book Event Team or 14-18 Catering for EXPLORE ’24?

Please see the Event Team or 14-18 Booking Forms for more information including prices and deadlines.  
Can I get food deliveries to come to the campsite?

Yes, all of the main supermarkets will deliver to Blackwell Adventure.   Delivery vans will not be able to come onto the camping site so you will need to carry any deliveries from the main car park over to your camping area.  We will also ask you to keep your number of deliveries to a minimum as we have so many campers at EXPLORE ’24 and also to let us know when you have a delivery due so we can let Blackwell know.  Thank you for your support with this.
12. 
CLOTHING & SOUVENIRS

When will we get our t-shirts, neckers and badges?

You will get your group’s t-shirts, neckers and badges when you book in on arrival.   
Can I order additional clothing items?  
Yes.  You will be able to order extra clothing items.  More information will be given nearer to the event.  However, you will need to arrange to have these delivered to you before the camp starts as you will not be able to collect these at EXPLORE ’24..
What souvenirs and extra camp badges will be available?

There will be Blackwell Adventure souvenirs available from the Blackwell Adventure Shop.  We will also have an EXPLORE ’24 information area where you can purchase extra event badges and some Girlguiding souvenirs.  Opening times will be advertised at the event.  
13.
14-18 YEAR OLDS: RANGERS & YOUNG LEADERS

I’m a Ranger or young leader aged 14-18.  What are my camping options at EXPLORE ’24?

If you pay the £130 (or £110 early bird fee), you can choose to:

* bring a tent and camp on the 14-18 Subcamp camping field
* stay in one of the bunk beds in the camping pods on the 14-18 Subcamp.  Pods will be shared between 4 or 5 Rangers or young leaders (so you can make new friends!), are subject to availability and will be allocated on a first come, first served basis.  
* camp with your Guide leaders on the Guide camping field

If you are a young leader with your Guide group paying the £30 camp fee and not taking part in activities, you will need to camp with your Guide group on the Guide camping field.
Can Rangers and young leaders pay the £180 (or £160 early bird fee) and take part in the Guide activity programme?

No.  We believe that it is important to offer our Rangers and young leaders a different experience to Guides at large events.  Although they will take part in some activities with the Guides, the 14-18 activity programme will be more suited to their age group and give them a chance to spend more time with members their own age.  We hope that the reduced fee for this will also be appealing to this age group.

How do we know if the camping pods are available?
The shared camping pods will be allocated on a first come, first served basis.  Pod availability will be confirmed on receipt of your booking form and deposit.  If you wish to know if there are pods still available before you make your booking, please contact us.
Can we book a whole pod for our group?

No. Pods will be allocated by the 14-18 Subcamp Team and we will let you know more about this before the camp.  We will try to keep groups together as much as possible but cannot guarantee this so please come prepared to share with other 14-18 year olds and make new friends.  Rangers and young leaders who are coming on their own will be able to request to share a pod with other named Rangers or young leaders and we will do our best to facilitate this.
Can Rangers or young leaders come to EXPLORE ’24 without a leader?

Yes. Rangers and young leaders may attend without their own leaders and will be looked after by our fantastic 14-18 Subcamp Team.  Everyone aged under 18 will need parental permission for the event on the Information and Consent Form which will be sent out before the camp.
Can 13 or 14-year-old Guides camp on the 14-18 Subcamp?

No. If you are a 13 or 14-year-old Guide, you must camp on the Guide camping field.  Talk to your leader about becoming a Ranger or young leader if you are 14 and want to camp on the 14-18 Subcamp.  Please do contact us, however, if you have a 13-year-old Guide in school Year 9 who will have her birthday in August 2024 as we may be able to make an exception in this case for her to be on the 14-18 Subcamp with her peers.
What catering options are available for 14-18 year olds on the 14-18 Subcamp?

You can:

* eat with your Guide group on the Guide camping field – ask them how much this will cost.

* self-cater and eat with your Ranger or young leader group in the 14-18 Subcamp area.  You will need to provide your own cooking tent, equipment and food.  There will be leaders on hand to support you with this if needed.

What catering options are available for the Event Team?

You can:

* eat with your Guide group on the Guide camping field – ask them how much this will cost.

* eat with your Ranger group on the 14-18 camping field – ask them how much this will cost.
* self-cater in the Event Team camping area.  You will need to provide your own cooking tent, equipment and food.  

* choose the optional Event Team Catering package for an extra £10 per day (up to a maximum of £40 if you are helping with pre-camp set up).  You will get 3 meals a day plus snacks and hot/cold drinks.
